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	Restrictive Procedures


What are “Restrictive Procedures”?

“Restrictive procedures” is a term used to describe physical holding or seclusion of children with disabilities in Minnesota schools. The use of restrictive procedures is governed by Minnesota Statutes, sections 125A.0941 and 125A.0942, which will go into effect August 1, 2011.

What are the requirements for these laws?

In compliance with the laws, restrictive procedure plans, training guidelines, and forms are required by schools and districts if they use or intend to use restrictive procedures with students receiving special education services. 

The following “Restrictive Procedures Plan” serves to provide a complete overview of these requirements.  In addition, it serves as a template for HVED districts to use if the law is applicable to any of their schools.
